The registration fee will be *$500.00 per registrant providing that all paperwork for 
registration is received prior to Monday, September 6th, 2010.  After this date a late 
fee will apply and registration will be charged at *$550.00 per  registrant.   
 

All registration fees must be received by the OPFFA Office prior to the start of the 
event regardless of whether or not the local will attend.  The OPFFA shall only refund 
registration fees for delegates who do not attend an OPFFA event minus any cost 
associated with such absence. Delegates, upon registration, will be asked to pay
